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before starting any work on MaxxFan.

Open Lid approximately 80% of the way. Un hook Lifter Arms from Lid so Lid can
fully open to allow access to top of
MaxxFan. Be sure to save the Nylon Bush-
ings on the end of the Lifler Arms.

On Manually opening models, remove
the screw that holds the Locking Knob &
Shaft in place. The Knob does not have
to be removed on Automatic opening
models.
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If the Operator is atlached to an aluminum ‘L' If the Operator is directly attached 1o lhe
Bracket proceed as follows at Step F. MaxxFan body with two (2) screws, proceed to
Step H.

Pull Operator & Lifter Arm up away from
Bracket and Remove Operator from end
of Lifter Arm shafft.

Proceed 1o Step J to Install Replacement

Remove the four Screws that hokd the
Operalor Mechanism to the bracket
Save all screws & washers
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Pull Operator'a—.l_.l;ler Arm up h;ay from
Brackel and Remove Operator from end

Remove the two Screws that hold the

Operator Mechanism to the MaxxFan body. of Lifter Arm shaft.
Save all screws & washers. Proceed to Step J to Install Replacement
Operator.

Before installing the Operator, tum the shaft Clockwise
until it stops. This will put the Operator in a fully
closed position. Turn the Operator shafl back slightty
Counter-Clockwise to align fiat of hex
socket horizontal,
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K e

Position the Lifter Arm horizontal (parallel to RV L
roof) and slide Operator onto the end of Lifter Arm.

If you have aluminum Brackets, reinstall all
screws and washers to secure new Operator to

bracket. You may need to reposition Lifter Arm
with Knob to access all of the Screws.

Proceed to install screws to secure Operator
based on the type of Operator in your Ma)odFan.

Open lid as needed to re-
attach Lifter Arms to Lid.
Be sure to reinstall Nylon
Bushings. Reattach Lock-

ing Knob & Shaft on manu-
al opening models.

If there are no Brackets, reinstall the
screws and washers to hold the Operator
to the MaxxFan Base.

This completes the Operator replacement
procedure, Raise & lower your MaxxFan
lid to ensure it is operating correctly.
